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Unfortunately, we are sometimes a victim of stereotypes. This stereotyping affects how others perceive
and act towards us and subsequently how we behave to them also. For example, because he lives at
the bottom of the hill in the swamp, many people in town make certain assumptions about Lockie and
his family; Lockie is even known as Swamp Rat (see Episode 20).
